Hovhannes Avakian, our school's former Headteacher.

Dr Avakian was born in Tehran, Iran, he attended Armenian
“Koushesh” school in Tehran. In 1958 and then he was sent to
London to learn English and continue with his secondary
education. He completed his undergraduate course in 1968 and
continued with Masters in Biochemistry at Imperial College,
London then with doctoral research at King’s College, London.
He submitted his doctoral thesis in 1977.He continued working
in medical research for the next 20 years. With his colleagues
he has published papers mainly in immunologically relevant
fields.
T e K Tahta Armenian

School was
established in 1979
and Dr Avakian was
invited to head the
Sunday School in
the autumn of 1979
and stayed on until
== Summer 1983. He
continued working with the then Cultural Committee of the
Armenian Community and Church Council (ACC today) and
subsequently also served as member of the ACCC for two
terms.

During the formative years of the school, it was essential to
organise a curriculum for the very young pupils and
progressively to introduce a structured learning of the
Armenian language (Eastern and Western) and introduce
literature and history to the pupils in later years. The teachers
with whom he worked were totally dedicated to their tasks and

succeeded in producing a workable curriculum that met sei
targets and the general approval of the community. It was also
felt necessary to set up auxiliary bodies to help with the
School’s finances as well as the weekly running of the
activities. The Parents’ Committee have been and are at the
foundation of the school and continue to support and help with
the running of the extracurricular but essential activities that are
necessary for the survival of the
school.

The community was honoured
and blessed by the visit of His
Holiness Vazgen | Catholicos of
All  Armenians  1982. His
Holiness visited the school and
gave his blessing to the pupils and
staff and praised the work of the
Council in this field.

Dr Avakian serve our community
