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September 22nd was the last day of work for
our school’s long-serving kindergarten
teacher, Mrs. Anna Hendon. Everyone — Mrs.
Anna, the teachers, the parents and the
students were moved. Mrs. Anna has
worked at the school for 45 years and has
made a great contribution to the school’s
development. She has educated and raised
hundreds of British-Armenian children. The
school’s principal, Mrs. Tatoulian, presented
Mrs. Anna’s work and concluded her speech
with the following appreciation note -

The School’s Board of Trustees, Governors
and Headteacher highly appreciate your
many years of service and dedication to the
Armenian education of our young children.
We wish you all the best in your next
destination in life.

After school, a surprise gathering was
organised by the school's staff members and
governors to celebrate and say farewell to
Mrs Anna who was very touched.
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On October 13, Father Nshan
Alaverdyan visited the school. As usual,
the school's day begins with prayer, and
Father Nshan led the prayer that day. He
conveyed very important advice from His
Holiness Father Hovakim Manukyanwho
had just returned from Armenia, where
on September 28 he had participated in
the ceremony of preparing the Holy Oil
or Miuron in the Mother See of Holy
Etchmiadzin. His Holiness had brought
with him from Armenia the newly
blessed oil. Father Nshan presented the
meaning of Holy Miuron and the
ceremony in a very beautiful and easy-
to-understand way for children, and that
this year it coincided with the Feast of
the Translators. The blessing of Holy
Miuron is a sacred ritual, anointed with
oil from 40 different flowers. It is a
blessing performed once every 7 years.
The blessing procedure includes the use
of sacred relics: the relics of St. Gregory
the Iluminator - the Holy Spear, the
relics of the Holy Cross. The Holy Cross
is used during baptism and is known as
the “seal of identity.” Father Nshan also
spoke about the Feast of the Translators
and asked the children several
questions.
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Every year in October, traditionally, the school
celebrates Armenian Culture Day, which coincides
with the Armenian Apostolic Church's Translators'
Day.

This year it was celebrated on October 20. The
message of the day was presented by teacher
Armine Sargsyan, who, accompanied by a series of
pictures, presented cultural figures from the
Golden Age of our history, starting with Mesrop
Mashtots to David the Conqueror and Anania
Shirakatsi.
